Notice is hereby given that the Director of Environmental Protection proposes to amend the
sewerage works originally described in the scheme and Plan No. SW/GZ131 and Resumption
Plan No. ISM3440 (the ‘Plans’) referred to in G.N. 6700 published under section 8(2) of the
Roads (Works, Use and Compensation) Ordinance as applied by section 26 of the Water
Pollution Control (Sewerage) Regulation on 25 November 2022 and 2 December 2022.

Take further notice that the Director of Environmental Protection proposes to execute the
amendment sewerage works as shown on the Amendment Plan No. SW/GZI31A and the
Resumption Plan No. ISM3440a (the ‘Amendment Plans’) and described in the amendment
scheme annexed thereto, which the Amendment Plans and the amendment scheme have been
deposited in the Land Registry.

The general nature of the proposed amendments is as follows:—

(1) revision of the limit of works area as shown on the Amendment Plans;

(ii) addition of newly proposed land resumption of Lot No. 1765 S.A (Portion) in D.D. 3
Tung Chung as shown on the Amendment Plans;

(iii) deletion of the originally proposed land resumption of Lots Nos. 1640 (Portion) and 1765
RP (Portion) both in D.D. 3 Tung Chung as shown on the Amendment Plans; and

(iv) change in the area of proposed land resumption of Lots Nos. 1637 RP (Portion), 1706 RP,
1712 RP (Portion), 1745 (Portion), 1746 RP (Portion), 1747 (Portion), 1749 (Portion), 1752
(Portion), 1753 (Portion) and 2317 (Portion) all in D.D. 3 Tung Chung as shown on the
Amendment Plans.

Any
information, including the personal data, so submitted may be disclosed to the relevant government departments and other
persons, organizations or agencies which are required to handle the objections/comments and related matters. Persons who have
so submitted their personal data have the rights to request access to and correction of their personal data held by us. Request
for access to or correction of the personal data should be made in writing to the Senior Environmental Protection Officer
(Knowledge Management) of Environmental Protection Department at 33/F, Revenue Tower, 5 Gloucester Road, Wan Chai,
Hong Kong.
